The following guidelines are based upon actual construction projects and working
conditions. Please keep in mind that these figures are contingent upon good quality
tootings to build on and motivated, competent crews to erect the forms. Weather or job
site conditions may allect vour actual time performance. These timelines reflect the
average amount of time to erect TF wall forms on pre-built Tootings. Pouring time has
not been included.
